project goal

I S H K U T E U  is a pilot project intended to improve access to services that meet the specific needs of 
Quebec’s Native women who are exposed to domestic violence and related issues, both within and outside 
their home communities.

objectives

■	 To offer training to the personnel of shelters belonging to the Fédération de ressources d’hébergement 
pour femmes violentées et en difficulté du Québec in order to keep them up-to-date in their intervention 
practices with Native women.

■	 To offer training to the personnel of the Native Women’s Shelter Network of Québec in order to 
consolidate their intervention practices when dealing with domestic violence.

■	 Through interconnection between Native and non Native resources, test out the creation of linkages 
based on an exchange of knowledge, expertises and services concerning domestic violence and related 
issues.

■	 Develop an action plan and bring forward recommendations to increase access to support services for 
Native women and children facing domestic violence.
